* Gilbert Ryle “The Concept of Mind” (1949): dekartisSkojo dualizmo kritika; “intelligently
to do something is not to do two things, one “in our heads” and the other in the outside
world, but it is to one thing in a certain manner.”’

* Maurice Merleau-Ponty ‘“Phenomenology of Perception” (1945): pasaulis tampa
(comes into being) ir yra patiriamas per kina.

* Alva Noé “Action in Perception” (2004): “Perception is not something that happens to
us,or in us. It is something we do. ... The world makes itself available to the perceiver through

physical movement and interaction. ... We enact our perceptual experience; we act it out.”

* ...taking partin the practice,being engaged in an artistic process means moving back and
forth between periods of intensive (insider) engagement and more reflective (outsider)
distance-taking.

* ...practice and theory happen in both parts. Often the artistic process is motivated by an
intuition that arises from some theoretical considerations. Often the process also
contains outright theoretical and conceptual interventions. Likewise, the contextualizing
and conceptualizing part is creative: often one finds out how one thinks about something
only by after writing it up. Or to put it another way, writing is a way of thinking and
discovering things.
